All vehicles require a parking tag to be hung from the rear view mirror at all times while parked in the buildings parking lots.  No exceptions will be allowed, Sunset Towing will tow your car at your own expense if you fail to ensure the tag is displayed in the right location.  Please keep this in mind for all of your guests, rental cars, borrowed vehicles and if you purchase a new car.  

 
Jupiter Communities took over management of Harbor Lake Apartments in July of 2007, prior to that the management company did allow Pit Bull dogs on the property.  Some of the dogs that you see moved in prior to July of 07.  Also, some people listed the breed of dog on their application dishonestly stating that it was a Bulldog or other breed when actually it is a Pit Bull.  Other people listed different breeds when their dog is a Pit Bull Mix, those are not allowed either.  Finally as per Federal Law, we are required to allow certain “medicinal pets”.  Such as a blind person having a seeing eye dog, etc. 
 
All of that being said, we have quite a few Pit Bull dogs on the property for a property that does not allow them, we know that.  

I have personally spoken with many Pit Bull owners and have made arrangements for their removal of the dog or their moving dates.
Rest assured that we are doing everything we can to enforce our rules regarding breed restrictions.
All apartments are inspected for banned pets and new residents are required to bring their pets into the office to be photographed prior to move in.  
Remember to clean up after all pets and keep your pets on a leash at all times when outside of your apartment.  Dogs who make a mess on the new carpeting will result in a large fine for their owners.
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
